A BILL 
To amend title 35, United States Code, with respect to the use

England in 
October 1987, the Board of Directo.rs decided 10 creat,· a slanding committee of the 
Institute to prepare and submit at each annual Colloqcium a report on the statU$ of 
signatures to agreements relating to activities in spaco. 

Institute members wbe can ccntribute subslantil'sly to the work of the 
Committee are invited to serve on the committee. Me nbership is oiX'n to any 
interested ItSl member. The committee members h~ p collect, review, and verify data 
concerning selected space agreements. Agreements of general global applicability or 
regional applicability are selected for reporting. Bilateral agreements a.re not being 
included in the report at this slage. In general, the agreements being included and 
their status are believed to be valid as of July 1. 1989. 

For each agreement listed herein we intend to include citations to wurces in 
various languages. Primary reference sources will be cited in major w"rking 
languages of the United Nations and international organizations. It is not practical to 
atlempt to tist wurces in every language because of vclume and complexity. Work is 
progreSSing on the rnuHilingual citation table.
