THE THIRD MEETING OF MINISTERS OF TRANSPORT, COMMUNICATIONS
AND PUBLIC WURKS OF THE COUNTRIES SIGNATORIES OF THE

Having regard to the resoluticn adopted by the sixteenth Board of Governors of
ASETA,

Consigering:

That the WARC-ORB-85* will arford the developing countries an opportunity to
detend the principle ot the equitable use of the composite resource made up of the
radlo-frequency spectrum and the geostationary orbit against the acquisitive
position ot the industrialized and technolegically advanced countries;

- That the administrations ©f the countries signatories of the subhregional
agreement, through the co-ordination ot ASETA, have become aware in time of the
avove-mentioned aim and that, accordingly, a series ot steps must be taken in order
to achieve the pPruposeu oObjectives;

- That, despite the tact that some developed countries have expressed their
